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1.Contract. Your contract is with Christchurch Yachting. When you sign the booking form and make the deposit payment you are accepting these conditions for yourself as Charterer and all members of your crew. The charter agreement becomes binding when signed by you and confirmed in writing by Christchurch Yachting. This contract will be construed in accordance with English Law and it is agreed between us that each will submit to the jurisdiction of the English Courts.
2. Charter. Christchurch Yachting shall let on bareboat or skippered charter and the Charterer shall hire the yacht for the charter period.
3. Booking procedure: Bookings must be made in writing on our booking form and accompanied by a deposit of £200. We will accept provisional bookings by telephone card payment and will normally hold them for 3 days, after which they will expire unless the signed booking form is received in our office.

4. Payment. The booking deposit should be sent with your booking form to secure your booking. The balance payment is payable no later than 6 weeks prior to the charter start date. If the balance payment remains unpaid within 6 weeks prior to the charter start date we reserve the right to cancel your booking with no refund of deposit. The Charterer must also pay a Security Deposit, as stated on the booking form, to Christchurch Yachting, not less than 7 days prior to the charter start date. If the Security Deposit is paid earlier, we will not bank it until 7 days prior to the charter start date.

5. Liability and Insurance. Except in circumstances where Christchurch Yachting is proved to be negligent, the charterer agrees by signing the booking form that he, and his skipper and crew, shall make no claim against Christchurch Yachting for liability under this contract, including but not limited to death or injury, loss of earnings or other consequential costs.

The yachts insurance does not cover: theft of yacht or equipment that is not locked; personal accident or cancellation; £500 of each claim.

Security Deposit. Christchurch Yachting may retain and apply the Security Deposit in reduction or extinction of: any liability of the Charterer to Christchurch Yachting, or any breach of this contract; to pay any unrecoverable insurance excess in the event of an insurance claim; and/or the cost of repairing any loss or damage to the yacht, her equipment or furnishings which occurs during the charter period; and/or any liability arising from damage caused to third party property; and/or engine hour payments, fuel charges and cleaning. A blocked toilet will incur a £50 unblocking fee.
Provided that such retention shall be without prejudice to the right of Christchurch Yachting to recover any unsatisfied balance of such liability or cost from the Charterer.

The security deposit or the balance remaining after any deductions have been made will be returned within 14 days of the return of the yacht to Christchurch Yachting.

6. Cancellation. If, on using their best endeavours, the yacht is not delivered to the Charterer at the agreed time and place, a pro-rata refund will be made to the Charterer for each complete 12-hour delay. If such a delay exceeds 48 hours the Charterer shall be at liberty to cancel the charter and Christchurch Yachting shall refund the Charter Fee and Security Deposit without any further liability on the part of either party to pay compensation to the other.

If the Charterer has to cancel a confirmed booking for any reason this must be in writing and signed by the person who signed the booking form. The cancellation will be effective from the date it is received by Christchurch Yachting. The Charterer is liable for the full charter fee unless cancelled more than 6 weeks before the charter, in which case only the deposit is forfeit. Holiday insurance, including cancellation cover, is strongly recommended.

7. Delivery of Yacht. The Charterer will be given upto 2 hours, after the charter start time shown on the booking form, to inspect the yacht, its equipment and inventory. After such period the Charterer shall be deemed to be satisfied with the yacht and equipment. Christchurch Yachting may accompany the Charterer on the yacht on a trial prior to the Charterer taking possession. Christchurch Yachting reserves the right not to hand over the yacht if, after such a trial, it is of the opinion that the Charterer is not competent to be in charge of the vessel. The skipper and one senior member of his/her crew shall be available for the pre-charter briefing and hand-over of the yacht with a representative of Christchurch Yachting at the charter start time. The skipper will be given an inventory of the yachts removable equipment on handover, and shall be responsible for checking the inventory and notifying any discrepancy immediately to Christchurch Yachting. Christchurch Yachting shall have the right to restrict the cruising limits of the Charterer in the light of the experience of Charterer and crew, and/or the actual or anticipated weather conditions.

8. Charterers Obligations.    The Charterer hereby agrees:

That the details on the booking form are complete, accurate, and not misleading, and that in the case of bareboat charter they are capable of safely handling the yacht. 

That no crew changes will be made during the Charter without the written consent of Christchurch Yachting.

That the first mate has the necessary experience to take over from the skipper in the event of the skipper becoming ill or falling overboard. 

That the skipper or one of the crew shall hold a VHF operators licence and be able to navigate without the need to use electronic aids such as log, echo sounder or GPS.

For Skippered Charters, the Charterer shall give the skipper every assistance in the handling of the yacht and shall comply promptly with his instructions.

Not to use the yacht for any purpose other than private pleasure cruising and not race the yacht without the prior written consent of Christchurch Yachting and payment of the additional racing insurance premium.

To pay for all running expenses (including food for the skipper during skippered charters), including harbour and port dues, pilotage fees during the charter period and to the extent that if fuel and water have not been restored to their level upon handover, the Charterer shall be liable to Christchurch Yachting for the cost thereof.

In the event of an accident, for example a collision, the Charterer shall report to Christchurch Yachting by telephone or via the coastguard as soon as possible, giving the names and addresses of witnesses (where relevant). The Charterer shall comply with any reasonable instructions given by Christchurch Yachting or the insurance company, which may include returning to base without delay for inspection. In the event of the yacht being repaired prior to the end of the charter period, the Charterer may, at the sole discretion of Christchurch Yachting, continue the charter provided another Security Deposit is paid to Christchurch Yachting. In the event of the charter being terminated early in order to carry out repairs, no refund will be due to the Charterer in respect of days lost due to repairs.

To report as soon as practically possible to Christchurch Yachting any mechanical failure, and not to commence repair work without the consent of Christchurch Yachting.

Not to pay any expense on behalf of Christchurch Yachting without getting prior consent.

To take care of and assume full responsibility for the safety and maintenance of the yacht and its equipment at all times including periods when the yacht is left unattended, and not to leave the yacht unattended at any time while at anchor.

To observe all regulations of Customs, Harbour, or other Authorities.

Not to allow any animals, plants or restricted items, or any illegal goods such as drugs or firearms on board the yacht.

To ensure that the yacht remains afloat at all times, except by written agreement of Christchurch Yachting.

Not to enter or leave Christchurch Harbour within 2 hours either side of Low Water Christchurch, or as specified on the booking form, without getting prior consent from Christchurch Yachting.

To fully raise the keel before entering Christchurch Harbour channel.

To maintain an accurate ship's log as required by maritime law.

To stay within the cruising area specified on the booking form.

Not to sub-charter or part with control of the yacht.

To return the yacht at the end of the charter period at the time and place specified on the booking form, free from debt, clear of all personal effects, cleaned, and in the condition as on delivery, with her inventory complete. For each day or part day the yacht is not in the possession of Christchurch Yachting the Charterer shall be liable for twice the pro-rata daily charter fee. If it becomes apparent that the Charterer is unable to return the yacht on time, then they should advise Christchurch Yachting accordingly, but such notification will not affect the Charterers liability for returning late.

To make no claim against Christchurch Yachting for liability under this contract including but not limited to death and injury, loss of earnings or any other direct or consequential costs, except in circumstances where the company is proved to be negligent.
9. Christchurch Yachting's Obligations.

Christchurch Yachting shall deliver the yacht to the Charterer in good and seaworthy condition complying with the provisions of the Department of Transport Safety of Small Commercial Vessels Code of Practice Category 2. In the event of any loss of time occasioned as a result of Christchurch Yachting's failure to comply with the provisions of this clause, the Charterers damages shall be limited to the charter fee and Christchurch Yachting shall have no liability for consequential losses of whatsoever nature.

Christchurch Yachting shall use their best endeavours to deliver the yacht to the Charterer at the agreed time and place. If for any reason the yacht shall not be so delivered, a pro-rata refund will be made to the Charterer for each complete 12-hour delay. If such a delay exceeds 25% of the total charter period, the Charterer shall be at liberty to treat the charter as cancelled and Christchurch Yachting shall return all sums paid. In this event Christchurch Yachting shall not be liable to pay the Charterer any other compensation for any loss or damage resulting from the curtailment or cancellation of their charter.

Regarding skippered charters where Christchurch Yachting provides the skipper, the skipper shall be at the disposal to navigate the yacht to ports as ordered by the Charterer. However, the skipper shall have a power of veto when in his opinion the Charterers requests will risk the safety of the yacht or any person on board, or vitiate the insurance, or risk late re-delivery at the end of the charter period.

10. Termination of Charter

If the Charterer fails to comply with any provision of these conditions, Christchurch Yachting may forthwith terminate this agreement and resume possession of the yacht, but without prejudice to the right of Christchurch Yachting to recover damages in respect of any breach of the agreement by the Charterer

All crew members also warrant that they are fit to take part in the charter and to the best of their knowledge do not suffer from any condition likely to be aggravated by the charter. Such conditions may include diabetes, epilepsy, asthma, giddy spells, angina and other heart conditions.

All crew members also warrant  that they have been given, and understand, the following safety briefing:

Safety Information.

This information will be included in a safety briefing before departure. 

It is a condition of booking that you ensure that you have received and understood the safety briefing, including the following:

Lifejackets: to be worn at all times on-board, except when inside the cabin.

Lifelines to be used: in darkness; fog; rough weather; personal choice.

The Boom: beware of serious head injury from the boom (the boom is the horizontal metal bar above the cabin). Keep your head below the level of the boom at all times. The boom can swing extremely quickly and without warning.

Hot water: hot water in the taps can sometimes be very hot and can scald.

Cooker: the cooker has a mechanism allowing it to swing, so beware hot food/water does not spill onto you.

Winches: use winches correctly and beware of trapped fingers 

Liferaft: Be aware of location and method of launching

Man overboard: Be aware of procedures and equipment for a man overboard situation. 

Flares: Be aware of location of flares and how to use them.
VHF operation: Know how to send a distress message

Engine operation: Know how to start and operate the engine. 

Locker doors: Beware of trapping/damaging fingers when using the locker door catches

Footwear: Decks can be slippery when wet. Footwear must have soft soles with good grip.
